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Where do we start, yes winter is coming, so let's all 
face the fact that the gardening season is coming to an end for 
this year. When you accept this fact you can give your 
Deciduous Trees a better chance for survival during the long 
winter months. Try these ideas as they really do make a 
difference.

Fruit Trees: 
• After a hard frost and removal of the fruit then 
you can start the pruning, remove about 2/3 of the new 
growth, this allows the branch to form spur growth at 
every leaf node. Spur growth is the flowering part of the 
tree.
• Clean-up all the debris below the tree, all the 
fallen apples, dead leaves, weeds, and branches. This is 
important as this debris can harbor insects and diseases.
• Add to the soil surface one bag of manure, this 
will give the tree some early nutrients next spring.
• Add to the soil surface (on top of the manure) 
about 10cm of dry peatmoss, this will insulate the roots 
and actually keep them dormant for an extra week or so in 
the spring. Hopefully it will hold the flowers back so they 
are not damaged by a spring frost.
• Fertilizing the tree is not beneficial in the fall, it is much 
more useful in the early spring.
• Water in the trees for the winter, the soil must be 
wet when freeze-up occurs.

Deciduous trees:  
(These are trees that lose their leaves in the fall.)
• Start the pruning process as soon as the leaves start
falling, remove broken, mis-shaped, dead and diseased 
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branches. This will keep the tree in a more natural shape 
As well as removing potential disease and insect infestations.
• Tip prune by removing up to ½ of the new growth,
This will help the tree form  new branches at each leaf node.
• Clean up the debris below the tree, thus removing
Winter spots for insects.
• If  you have had insect infestations the might 
winter in the buds then an application of Dormant insect 
spray at this time is also benefical.
• Adding tree wraps to the trunks of Amur 
Cherry, Mandchurian Ash and Black Ash will prevent frost 
cracks in the stem during the extreme cold 
temperatures. The commercial white coils that we have at 
Cannor Nurseries will work very well.
•            Water  in  the  trees for  the winter, the soil must be 
wet when freeze-up occurs.

Notes on Watering
Although cool weather and rainy days in Late Summer and 
Fall make it appear that trees are getting plenty of water, our 
climate is never wet enough properly water our gardens.
Remember keep your water schedule right up to freeze up.
Follow the watering instruction in our planting guide.  It will
make a big difference come spring.

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Ichnemon Wasp

Keep in mind that not all wasps are bad, even if they look 

bad. We discovered this huge wasp at the George Pegg 

Botanic Garden. (If you have not been to the Garden now is 

the time.) 

The wasp 

as you can 

see has a 

long needle 

like point 

o n  t h e  

abdomen.  

This needle 

is used to 

drill  into 

the bark of 

evergreens, 

so far  i t  

does sound 

b a d .   

However ,  

the wasp is 

o n l y  

attracted to 

trees that 

h a v e  

already been infected with harmful pests.  The wasp is 

going to deposit one egg into tree damaging larvae. This 

one egg hatches and kills the “bad guy”. If you find the 

Ichnemon Wasp on the bark of your trees you can be 

certain that something evil lives unseen under the bark and 

is tunneling back and forth through the cambium layer of 

the tree. Do not kill this wasp; it is a good bug unless it 

happens to land in your soup.

Colorado potato beetle

I do not know why this pest is called the Colorado potato 

beetle. It is found in basically all of the Northern 

Hemisphere including Russia and Asia, so let's call it the 

potato beetle.

I remember as a child being paid 1 cent per beetle to pick 

them off the plants, putting them in a jar for Dad to see 

when he got home from work. 

This is a serious problem this year; I have had reports that it 

is prevalent especially in the Devon and Spruce Grove 

area. The beetle and its larvae can do serious damage to the 

foliage of the plant. In my garden, some plants have little of 

no foliage left. I did not discover them till I started 

harvesting those wonderful new potatoes.

Pick off the beetles and larvae and kill them. This is the 

easiest solution. If the infestation is like mine, I will use a 

common garden dust on the plants. One application is all 

that is necessary.  If you decide to do nothing the pest will 

winter in the soil and see you next year.

Rogue's Gallery
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We spend a lot of time, energy & money to enjoy our 
gardens. Nothing is more frustrating than watching the deer 
eat our favorite plants.  Deer tend to have their own 
“favorite” plants & there are many plants that they seldom 
touch.  Any list of “deer-proof” plants needs to be used as a 
guideline only.  Deer will eat anything available if food is 
scarce or they may develop a taste for a plant that most deer 
won't eat.

In order to “deer-proof” your garden, you must 
follow some basic steps to make the area uninviting to the 
deer:

1. Concentrate deer repelling plants at the entrance 
to your garden to make the entryway unattractive.

2. Move susceptible plants like daylilies off the 
deer's main traffic area. Deer tend to keep to the same path.

3. Keep your garden edges “unattractive” to the deer. 
Line “your” territory with plants that are unpalatable & 
repellent to deer. You want to make the deer think “this place 
stinks”. Overwhelm their senses with plants like Yarrow & 
Russian Sage.

4. Deer won't eat what they can't find. Surrounding 
and interplanting susceptible plants with unpalatable plants 
makes them more difficult for the deer to find.

5. Be tidy. Few things entice deer like ripe apples. 
Keep fruit picked up. Remove or till under the remains of 
deer-favored crops such as corn and peas, as soon as the 
harvest is over.

6. Use repellent sprays and paints such as 
Plantskydd and Skoot, as needed to protect deer favorites.

Hopefully, the deer in your neighbourhood will 
follow these guidelines, stay out of your garden and leave 
your favorite plants alone. Good Luck!

P.S. Mice and Rabbit Protection: Apply Skoot at the base of 
trees in the late fall. Use tree wraps to cover the base of trees that are 
susceptible to their damage (especially fruit trees). Make sure the tree 
wrap is inserted into the ground so that the mice can't crawl under it.
